The Premier’s Award is a joint initiative of the Government of Victoria and the Australian Society for Medical Research (ASMR) and administered by the Department of Business and Innovation in conjunction with the Australian Academy of Technological Sciences and Engineering (ATSE). 
The winner of the Premier’s Award will receive a trophy and a certificate along with a personal cheque for $16,000 intended to further the development of their career in health or medical research.

Three additional prizes, each comprising a certificate and a personal cheque for $8,000, will be presented to applicants who are highly commended by the judging panel.

In addition to the $40,000 worth of prize money awarded to individuals, the Jack & Robert Smorgon Families Foundation has established the $30,000 Jack & Robert Smorgon Families Award, which will be awarded to an institute that has supported the winner of the Premier’s Award for Health and Medical Research.
